Pitch is rarely 
used OR the 
emotion it 
conveyed often 
did not fit the 
content. 

The student’s 
voice is 
inconsistent 
and/or the tone 
is inappropriate. 
Pitch was not 
used to convey 
emotion. 

Preparedness/ 
Volume/ 
Clarity 

The student is 
completely 
prepared and 
has obviously 
rehearsed. The 
voice is 
assertive, with 
the student 
consistently 
speaking 
precisely and 
effectively. 

The student 
frequently 
seems prepared 
but would 
benefit from 
more rehearsals. 
The voice is 
competent, with 
the student 
speaking clearly 
and frequently 
effectively. 

The student is 
somewhat 
prepared, but it 
is clear that 
rehearsal was 
lacking. The 
voice is lacking 
in consistency 
and may be 
occasionally 
difficult to 
understand. 

The student is 
not prepared to 
present. The 
voice is 
uncertain or 
unclear.
