Paraphrase the poem "You Are Reading This Too Fast" into your own words. 
What advice offered in the poem do you think you would most benefit from following? Explain.
Your response will be assessed according to how accurately you paraphrase the poem, and how proficiently you discuss the piece of advice from the poem that is personally beneficial to you as a reader of poetry.






TASK THREE: “THE STREETS OF PURPLE CLOTH”
1. In the first verse of the poem "The Streets of Purple Cloth," what does the speaker tell you about how the woman feels? Support your opinion with details from the first verse.



2. The roads in the second verse lead her to places better than where she was in the first verse. Where do these roads lead? What details support your opinion?



3. Where does the woman eventually end up? How does she feel about this place?




TASK FOUR:  “TO A SAD DAUGHTER” AND “ON CHILDREN”
Both of these poems offer advice – one  to a child, and one to parents.
In a composition of three or four paragraphs, discuss the validity of the advice offered.  
As a teenager, would you like to be given the advice in “To a Sad Daughter”?  Would you like to give your parents/guardians the advice in “On Children”?
Be sure to support your response with examples from the text and your own experience.
