By selecting key ideas and recording them in a method that you prefer, you are more likely able to recall information or draw upon it when needed. Notes can be organized in a variety of formats. It is up to you to choose a format that best suits you.
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Some methods are listed below:
· concept map or thought web (e.g.,. Inspiration, Visio, or Webspiration)
· Word document

· sound recorder (e.g., using your iPhone or computer)

· Microsoft OneNote or Zoho Notebook

· Read and Write GOLD

· Prezi
The key to good notes organization is that no matter what tool you use, ensure any notes you create are clearly labelled, easily identifiable, and easy to locate. It is best to keep all notes in one location such as your course folder.
