	Epididymis
	Inflammation of the epididymis (pain and swelling) can lead to an abscess and permanent damage. It is usually caused by an infection, such as the STI chlamydia.
	If permanent damage is done to the epididymis, then sperm will not be able to mature properly, resulting in infertility.
