	On separate pieces of paper, write a heading for each of the groupings and a brief sentence to explain why you grouped each set of compounds the way you did.

	Use a digital camera to photograph how the molecules have been grouped. If you do not have a digital camera, show your work in a document using either digitally drawn diagrams or the petrochemical names instead of diagrams.
