Remember: A hazard is an unsafe situation, activity, procedure or piece of equipment that may result in injury to a person.
List of possible categories of hazards:

	EXAMPLE: 

CATEGORY: Farm Equipment Safety
Keys used in tractor could be left in the machine.
	Someone who is not trained to use the machinery could turn it on. A person could get hurt if they are not prepared for the machinery to be turned on and running.
