e Paint a Mixed Media Portrait

e Choice of Media: Watercolour can be accompanied by pencil and wax crayons
or inks. Acrylic paint is another suitable media for this assignment.

e You must use at least two different materials in this mixed media portrait
assignment.

e Include a background in your portrait.

o Paint every cm of the page, or cover every cm with media so no bare
unpainted area exists.

e Use lighter colours for bulging areas in the face like the forehead, nose,
cheeks and chin.

e Duller colours describe shadow areas in the face.

e Flesh colour does not need to be representational as any colour used for the
face could be exciting.

e All artwork should be labelled (on back) with student’s full name, course
name, Assignment Booklet # and Assignment #.
