TASK ONE: EDITORIAL CARTOONS
Using newspapers, newsmagazines, or online sources, locate two editorial cartoons and  analyse them to identify the various techniques used by the artists to create humour.
Make sure that you:
· Attach the cartoons (or their urls) to this challenge
· Correctly identify the techniques used by the artists to create humour
(these techniques include:  caricature, stereotyping, exaggeration, symbolism, verbal cues)
· Identify the person and/or event that is the subject of the cartoon
· Write you analysis in the form of a paragraph.









TASK TWO:  PHOTOGRAPHIC TECHNIQUES
Provide a photograph that contains examples of some of the visual concepts and photographic techniques introduced in Lesson 2. 
Make up five questions about the picture, and then write down answers to each question. 
These questions should allow you to show how the photographer has used these techniques to create a meaningful picture. Therefore, make up questions that will give you the opportunity to show what you know. In answering your questions, remember to refer to specific details in the picture.
Here are some photographic techniques that you can focus your questions on. Remember that your analysis should deal with the elements, composition, and message of your photograph. 
• camera angle: Take into account the viewer's point of view and what it contributes to the photograph.
• composition of elements: Consider how the things in the photograph are arranged and why. Are some things juxtaposed with others? Why? What is the effect?
• mood and how it is achieved: Consider such things as lighting, colour, camera angle, camera distance, composition, the body language of any people in the photograph, and special effects such as juxtaposition.
• tone and how it is created and conveyed: Consider the details or photographic techniques the photographer used that reveal his or her attitude toward the subject of the photograph.
• photographer's purpose for taking the picture: Does the photographer want the picture to entertain, inform, persuade, shock, calm, reassure, expose, stimulate thought or discussion, or evoke a particular mood or reaction?
• what you think may happen next and what details in the photograph suggest this 
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TASK THREE:  JOURNAL ENTRY
Review the journal entries that you wrote throughout Module 3. Choose one that you are willing to share with an audience (and that you haven't already submitted for assessment). 
Carefully edit and proofread your journal entry.







TASK FOUR:  MEDIA AND YOU
