CREATIVE RESPONSE TO R	OMEO AND JULIET
Choose one of the following projects and complete it to the best of your ability.
Your work will be assessed according to how well you demonstrate understanding and knowledge of the play and execute the requirements of the task you choose.
TASK ONE:  SOUNDTRACK
Music and sound design are crucial in any stage or film production.  They combine with lighting and set design to develop and enhance the mood and atmosphere of the work and echo the action taking place on stage/screen.  This contributes to the overall emotional effect experienced by the audience.
Create a soundtrack for a new movie version of Romeo and Juliet.
You may use music from any genre and time period.
[bookmark: _GoBack]You must have music for at least 10 scenes in the play.  That works out to two scenes per act.  Be sure to carefully consider what scenes are key/important and what mood and atmosphere and action needs to be developed and reflected by the music.
Create a CD/album cover for your soundtrack.  
Include lyrics, performers and composers/writers for each of your chosen songs (as applicable.)
Identify the scene with which each piece of music corresponds.
Include liner notes that explain why each song was chosen for each scene. 
E.g.: “I Can’t Help Falling in Love With You” by Elvis Presley would be great for the beginning of the balcony scene.  It’s music is dreamy and slow and matches Juliet’s mood as she sighs and says “Ay, me” and “Wherefore art thou, Romeo?”  The lyrics parallel the themes of fortune and fate:  “Some things are meant to be” is reminiscent of “star-crossed lovers” and “some consequence yet hanging in the stars Shall bitterly begin his fearful date with this night’s revels.”  Also, “Wise men say only fools rush in” has echoes of Friar Laurence couselling Romeo (“Wisely and slow, they stumble that run fast”), and of Romeo, himself  (“O! I am fortune’s fool!”).
Illustrate /decorate your CD/album cover  appropriately for the content.
Due to copyright laws, do not create an actual compilation of music for this assignment. (Your teacher can listen to the songs on youTube  as she assesses your work.)

TASK TWO:  MISSING SCENES
Throughout the play, several events occur off-stage that the audience and actors are made aware of but not shown.  (E.g. Conversations between Lord and Lady Capulet about Juliet, the wedding scene, the wedding night scene, Romeo arriving in Mantua, Friar Laurence comforting the Capulets after Juliet’s death.)
Choose one of them and write the scene.  (Remember: a scene can include a soliloquy.) Don’t forget stage directions! Length: minimum 50 lines.
Your scene must fit as seamlessly as possible into the play.  That means that your writing must imitate Shakespeare’s language (vocabulary, description) and style (iambic pentameter, rhyme) as closely as possible. It must also build upon the themes, images, and motifs established in the play.
You must also include an explanation of why you chose to add this scene to the play.  What does the audience gain by seeing this? How does the play benefit by its inclusion? What literary contributions does this scene make? What dramatic purposes does it serve?
