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Police Call the Community to Action to Catch the Murderer in Our Midst!


	The body of a young female, Sadie Traveler, was located 8.5 miles west of Lightning, near the 8 Mile Bus Stop, at approximately 6:00 a.m. on April 22, 2019. Traveler was reportedly a resident of our neighboring town of Elsewhere. Police attended the scene after receiving information regarding the murder from another local woman, Lucy Closecal.  Closecal, while not known to the murder victim, also encountered the perpetrator, and reports that she had accidentally witnessed the suspected murderer as he was attempting to remove the body of his victim, Sadie Traveler, from a car at approximately 2:30 a.m., April 22, 2019, on Bus Stop Road just west of the bus stop. Closecal made her way to the bus stop, looking for safety, where she unfortunately also ended up in a physical confrontation with this man a short time later in the 8 Mile Bus Stop. Closecal luckily managed to escape the perpetrator after hitting him repeatedly with her flashlight. Closecal did manage to escape with her life. She is currently in the Lightning General Hospital in stable condition after the incident. 
Police are on the lookout for one Caucasian male, believed to be about 35 years of age, with a medium build, dark brown hair, and a visible tattoo of a cross on his right forearm. The victim may have bruises on his face and arms, resulting from repeated blows from a long flashlight, owned by Closecal.
Police ask for community members to keep themselves safe until the perpetrator is brought into custody. People are reminded to contact Lightning Police immediately if the perpetrator is spotted, and to have absolutely no direct contact with the man, as he is considered to be armed and dangerous.

Closecal was unable to give the specific colour of the suspect’s vehicle, but it is thought to be one dark solid colour, and may be a 2015 Ford Focus. It is suspected that this man is not from this immediate area, as he was not familiar with Closecal.
Closecal stated that another male witness who is tall and about 30 years of age, was present for a time at the Bus Stop. Police ask that this witness please come forward to assist with this crime case immediately, as time is of the essence when tracking a criminal!
Roadblocks have been set up and police will be working around the clock until the perpetrator is brought to justice. Tire tracks from behind the bus stop will be key evidence for this case, as will be the hat that was left by the suspect in the 8 Mile Bus Stop.

You should always keep your gas tank above half a tank to prevent any unforeseeable circumstances that can result when you run out of gas, and don’t prepare properly for life and for your safety. You then made another poor choice when you decided to walk in the dark, and again when you let your anxious situation allow you to trust a stranger. You need to always think rationally, and remember stranger danger is a real threat. Leaving with Stranger #2, would have been safer as the bus driver would have been present. All of this comes from your first two poor choices. Remember--“safety first” is no joke. The best advice I can give you is to reduce risk factors. Keep gas in your car, and travel at safe times, and don’t let emotions override your common sense. You are very lucky to be alive! Be thankful for this and don’t repeat your errors.
