The cuckoo bird does not bother to rear and feed its young.

Instead, it tricks an unsuspecting warbler into doing the job. The cuckoo removes an egg from a warbler nest and lays its own egg into the nest. Because its egg looks very similar to the warbler’s egg, the warbler is unaware of the switch. When the eggs hatch, the warbler feeds and cares for the cuckoo egg as if it is her own. The growing cuckoo chick soon dwarfs the warbler chicks in the nest. It may even toss them out. What kind of symbiotic relationship is this? Explain.
