Grain farming can damage ecosystems over time. Monoculture (growing just one species over a large area) reduces biodiversity. The use of pesticides kills many insects in the ecosystem. Animals that eat insects also ingest harmful pesticides. Chemical fertilizers wash from the soil into rivers and ponds, polluting them and unbalancing their aquatic ecosystems. Over-tilling the soil breaks down its structure and damages soil organisms.
