Project
Rock Cycle Comic
You are required to submit this project to your teacher for marks. Very carefully, read the project task and how to do it. Be sure to read the rubric, which explains the expectations for this project.
Project Task
The rock cycle describes rocks and the changes they go through. Usually the changes are very slow, but sometimes they are quick and violent. Rocks make up our world, and each rock has a story. Wouldn’t it be interesting to hear some of those stories?


Create a comic that tells one (or more) of these stories. You might follow a grain of sand as it forms a sedimentary rock and passes through time. Or maybe your story will be about a volcano and all of the igneous, metamorphic, and sedimentary friends that it meets. Maybe your comic will be about a team of superhero rocks with each type having their own special power. Or maybe your rocks will be in a motorcycle gang, each riding a unique ‘rock cycle’. Use your imagination, and have fun!

Before starting your project, ask yourself this question:

“How can I describe the changes in the rock cycle using vocabulary from this section in a cartoon?”
Method
There are a number of ways you can create your comic:
· Draw your own. There are many templates available online to draw in. Try searching for comic strip templates. You will need to send a scan or photo to your teacher for marking.
· Create a comic online, or using an app. Just make sure you will be able to save, email, or print your final work to send to your teacher.
· Apps like “Comics Creator” for a tablet or phone allow you to save and email your work.

· Games like Minecraft allow you to create a virtual setting for your comic.
· Use a computer program like PowerPoint, Word, Paint, iMovie, or whatever allows you to tell your rock story.
