Remember, GDP per capita indicates the average income per person in a country. How would consumption in the three countries compare based on this information?

2. The map on page 261 shows the differences in prosperity among the countries of North America. Canada and the United States are considered “developed countries”. There are many different definitions and criteria used to describe developed countries. In general, developed countries are those that have a high gross domestic product and high standard of living. By contrast, Mexico is considered a “developing country”. Again, definitions and criteria vary, but in general, developing countries are those that have a lower gross domestic product and lower standard of living. How might economic growth and quality of life be affected in a “developing” country such as Mexico?
