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Essay Question: To what extent does this policy effectively address the consequences of historical globalization?

Policy Chosen:  South Africa’s Truth and Reconciliation Commission
The consequences of imperialism that are addressed by the policy:
1. inequality for the black people
2. unrest and violence
3. human rights violations
Criteria to judge the effectiveness of the policy: 

1. considers perspectives of all stakeholders
2. addresses important needs

3. leads to long term change


The key parts of the policy:

1. Allowed people to meet face to face

2. Human Rights Violations Commission
3. Reparation and Rehabilitation Committee
4. Amnesty Commission
5. No one exempt from being charged

My position: South Africa’s Truth and Reconciliation Commission was a very effective policy to address the consequences of apartheid, which was a very negative legacy of imperialism for both the black and white people of their country.

How I will support my position:
1. By allowing people to meet face to face, and by making sure no one was exempt from being charged, the policy considered the perspectives of all stakeholders.  This made it fair for everyone and made it effective. It also worked to help heal the people of the country and help them to understand each other by encouraging human contact.
