· Radicals are committed to making fundamental changes in society and government and society.  

· Reactionaries support returning to traditions and ways of doing things that existed before they were changed.
Communism

· A political and economic system based on community or state ownership of wealth, property and the means of production, with each person working for the common good according to ability and receiving according to need.  

Socialism

· A political and economic system based on community ownership and control of the means of production and distribution.   Modern socialists accept private ownership of business while encouraging some state ownership, control and management of the economy in the interests of the people.

Liberalism 

· The belief that individuals are able to use reason to undertake social reforms, that change is desirable, and that greater individual freedom is beneficial.

Conservatism 

· The belief that social change should take place slowly and in accordance with established traditions.

Fascism

· Authoritarian political beliefs, characterized by extreme nationalism, reliance on military power to achieve national goals and a state-controlled private enterprise economy

Mixed Market

· An economic system that uses elements of public and private enterprise (ownership)

Capitalism

· An economic system in which the means of production (Land and Factories) are controlled and owned by individuals or corporation for profit through competition in the marketplace

LIBERALISM

A collection of ideologies committed to the principles of dignity and freedom of the individual.  It has faith in human progress, and favours decentralized power politically and economically.  Respects the independence of the reasoning individual.

Classical Liberalism (original beliefs)
· Stresses the importance of human rationality

· Values political freedom

· Values the free market with limited government intervention

· Relies on choices that rational individuals make in their own self interest

Equality of opportunity
It is exemplified in the writings of John Locke, Adam Smith, Voltaire, Montesquieu and others. 
Modern Liberalism
Calls for increased government intervention on behalf of the citizen.  
· Dignity and freedom cannot be achieved without the existence of certain conditions.

· Economic and social intervention by the government

· Civil liberties, equal rights social protection

Equality of outcome
These policy stances adhere to the central premise that individual freedom can only exist where it is protected by a strong democratically elected government that has an active role in society and the economy.

Neo conservatism/Response to Modern Liberal Economics in the 1970s-80s
Economic 

· Less government (classical liberalism)

· Cut taxes, privatization, deregulation

· Greater emphasis on individualism and self reliance, individual responsibility

Economic Systems & Liberal Capitalism Vocabulary 
Adam Smith (1723-1790)

In the Wealth of Nations he stated that government should keep its hands off of business (laissez-faire).  According to Smith, a free market is guided by an invisible hand.  If each person advanced his own self-interest, the common interest of all would advance.  This theory is good for commerce and industry.  It meant that businesses were nor responsible to clean up wastes from their factories, provide safe and healthy places to work, or provide shorter hours and better wages.

Keynesian Economics / Demand Side Economics

Out of the economic devastation of the Great Depression came a greater acceptance of the economic ideas of Keynes.  He suggested that governments could limit the severity and duration of economic fluctuation.
Fiscal Policy: Government spending and taxation
Monetary Policy: Interest rates
During good times (inflation) governments should:

· Raise taxes

· Lower spending

· Accumulate a surplus

· Increase interest rates

These actions are designed to decrease demand and slow economic growth.

During bad times (recession) governments should:

· Lower taxes
· Increase spending
· Incur deficits
· Lower interest rates
These actions are designed to increase demand and stimulate economic growth.

Government Intervention in the Economy

Governments intervene in the economy through:

1.   Taxation
2.   Spending
3.   Regulation
These actions are taken in order to achieve four goals in society.

1.   Stabilize the economy
2.   Protection of the public good
3.   Provide goods and services
4.   Provide for the welfare of citizens

Neo-Conservatism / Supply Side/Trickle Down Economics

This theory of economics was advocated by President Reagan (USA), Prime Minister Thatcher (UK), and Ralph Klein (Alberta).

During times of recession governments should reduce taxes on the wealthy, deregulation of business, reduce government spending, privatize crown corporations.

During times of inflation governments should do nothing.
