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The leaves take in sunlight and air (carbon 
dioxide), and make food (sugar) for the rest 
of the plant.  The release air (in the form of 
oxygen).

The roots take in water and 
minerals from the soil.  They also 
anchor the plant into the ground.

Is the reproductive part of 
the plant.  Once pollinated 
it makes fruit and seeds.
