	Definition
	Examples/Notes

	Lesson 1

	referent
	an object or part of the human body you can refer to when estimating length or distance
	

	Lesson 2

	circumference
	the perimeter of, or the distance around, a circle
	

	centre
	a point of a circle that is at the circle’s middle
	

	diameter
	a line segment that divides a circle in half
A diameter of a circle passes through the circle’s centre point.
	

	radius
	a line segment that joins the centre of a circle to a point on the circumference of the circle
	

	semicircle
	half of a circle
	

	Lesson 3

	diagonal
	a straight line joining any two non-adjacent vertices of a polygon
Non-adjacent vertices are vertices that are not end points of the same side. For example, a diagonal of a rectangle is a line joining opposite corners.
	

	horizontal
	parallel to the level of the ground

On a sheet of paper, the horizontal direction is parallel to the top and bottom sides of the paper.
	

	midpoint
	the point at the middle or centre of an object
	

	three-dimensional object
	an object having length, width, and height or depth

An object in which one of its three dimensions is not relevant may be considered to be a two-dimensional object. For example, a thin sheet of paper may be considered to be a 2-D object, but a rectangular wooden block would normally be considered 3-D.
	

	vertical
	perpendicular to the level of the ground

On a sheet of paper, the vertical direction is parallel to the left and right sides of the paper.
