	angle of depression
	an angle through which you must rotate the clinometer from the horizontal to see a lower object
	

	angle of elevation
	an angle through which you must rotate the clinometer from the horizontal to see a higher object
	

	clinometer
	a device for measuring angles to distant objects that are higher or lower than your position
	

	hypotenuse
	the longest side in a right triangle
	

	side opposite
	the side across from the given angle
	

	side adjacent 
	the side that forms the right angle with the side opposite
	

	tangent ratio
	the ratio of the length of the side opposite to the length of the side adjacent in a right triangle
	

	trigonometry
	the branch of mathematics based originally on determining sides and angles of triangles, particularly right triangles

	taking one measurement in order to calculate another measurement

	sine ratio
	the ratio of the length of the side opposite to the length of the hypotenuse
