National affiliation refers to one's connection or association with a nation's political party.  For example, when Belgium colonized (imperialized) the Democratic Republic of Congo (to become the Belgian Congo) the Congolese would have been citizens of the newly formed state, but would not have accepted national affiliation with Belgium.
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The Belgian Congo was a Belgian colony in Central Africa between 1908
and 1960 in what is now the Democratic Republic of the Congo. Colonial
rule in the Congo began in the late 19th century. Wikipedia
