1.  After you have completed the lesson (ie: read through the three examples of nationalist movements and completed the Retrieval Chart (for your own notes)…choose ONE of the following topics to present on:

American Nationalism
Quebec Nationalism
Metis Nationalism

2.  Create THREE main inquiry based questions to ask on your chosen topic (or use the ones listed below), and present the detailed answers to your questions in a power point format.  Your answers should reference specific historical events and be detailed enough to demonstrate a thorough understanding of the concepts surrounding each question. 

Your questions should be:
   a) solid questions that seek information and require more than factual answers. 
   b) relevant/connected to the topic/issue that you want to explore.
   c) larger questions that have multiple answers.
   d) ones that don't necessarily have a right or wrong answer
   e)  questions that lead to a variety of points of view and perspectives on your chosen topic.

Example Questions –

To what extent were the Metis treated unjustly throughout history?

    Were the Metis treated unjustly throughout history?

To what degree has the United States constitution helped to strengthen ties among the American people?   
    Incorrect
    When was the United States constitution formed?

Present your questions and thorough (well detailed) answers in a three slide power point format that includes relevant images to enhance your presentation. Be sure to directly address each question with historical and current content and a concluding statement.

Metis Nationalism
1.  To what extent were the Metis people treated unfairly by the Canadian government?
2.  To what degree did Louis Riel influence the history Canada and the culture of the Metis people?
3.  To what extent did the expressions of nationalism create a sense of nation amongst the Metis people?

American Nationalism
1.  To what extent did Britain’s governance impact American independence?

Quebec Nationalism
1.  To what degree did Bill 101 impact Anglophone and Francophone nationalism in Quebec?
2.  To what extent is Quebec’s identity affected by its Canadian boundaries?
3. To what extent did the Quebec referendums affect Canadian nationalism?
