Your answers should present a variety of points of view and perspectives on your topic. 

Your responses should also reference specific historical events and be detailed enough to demonstrate a thorough understanding of the concepts surrounding each question. 

Factors that shape Nationalism: Language, Culture, Relationship to land, Religion, Geography, Spirituality.  

A.  Metis Nationalism
1.  To what extent were the Metis people treated unfairly by the Canadian government?
2.  To what degree did Louis Riel influence the history Canada and the culture of the Metis people?
3.  To what extent did the expressions of nationalism create a sense of nation amongst the Metis people?
4. Provide a slide for each of the factors that shape nationalism listed above. On the slide rate each factor in terms of its importance for shaping the nation of the Metis (based on your research) from 1 (being the least important) to 6 (being the most important). Provide an explanation as to why you rated the factor in the way you did. 

B.  Quebec Nationalism
1.  To what degree did Bill 101 impact Anglophone and Francophone nationalism in Quebec?
2.  To what extent is Quebec’s identity affected by its Canadian boundaries?
3. To what extent did the Quebec referendums affect Canadian nationalism?
4.  Have there been any other provinces that have threatened to?
5.  What factors that shape nationalism have led to sentiments of having conflicting provincial and national loyalties? 

C.  American Nationalism
1.  To what extent did Britain’s governance impact American independence?
2.  To what degree has the United States’ constitution helped to strengthen ties among the American people? Does the American Constitution still help strengthen the unity of the American people today?
3. To what extent did the War of 1812 encourage the American Manifest Destiny (US territorial expansion).
4. Compare America geographically when it was the Thirteen Colonies versus today (include states AND territories). Using the factors that shape nationalism tell me whether American Nationalism would have been stronger and more unified after the revolution or if it is stronger and more unified today.
5. Based on the current political and social climate of the USA tell me in your own opinion if you believe American Patriotism is threatened or is threatening to others. Provide one example 

D. Contemporary American Nationalism:
We have seen a rise and resurgence of calls for racial equality in the USA over the past decade. 

1. Explain a significant African American nationalist protest towards American Nationalism that has occurred in the last 5 years (Who, What, Where, Why, How)
2. Explain the goal of the protest and the groups/leaders for and against the protest. 
3. Explain how the protest reflects contending nationalist sentiment (the perspectives of the protest) 
4. To what extent is the protest rooted in history? 
5. What actions were taken by the “state” taking that is causing the individual’s loyalties to be challenged? 
6. To what extent did this protest successfully achieve its intended goal?
