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Purpose of social studies source analysis:
     To demonstrate your knowledge of the social studies program of studies in a knowledgeable and organized manner.
Process:
      Analyze the sources and demonstrate an understanding of the perspective(s) reflected in each source and their relationship to a relevant social studies topic (such as globalization or nationalism).
      Establish a relationship between the three sources.
How to Analyze a quotation

  Explain the source
     1. Explain the background that is important to understand the quotation.
         ie:  who is the author?
               what is the author’s message, intent or purpose?
               events or situations that may have influenced the author’s perspective/point of view
     2.  Discuss the author’s purpose or intent without repeating the source.
     3.  Describe the meaning of source as it relates to (globalization, SS10 or nationalism SS20).

  Identify the perspective
     1. Identify the terms, concepts or ideas involved.
     2. Explain whether the author accepts or rejects any terms, concepts or ideas.
     3. Tell and explain if there is any bias.

Support your interpretations
     Use direct quotations, facts from the source to support your interpretations.

How to Analyze a Political Cartoon
     1.  View the entire cartoon and identify what terms, symbols and concepts that you see. 
   Identify any satire (criticizing an idea, event or perspective)
     1.  Identify the perspective that is being criticized.
     2.  Discuss background information that may be relevant.
     3.  Consider and discuss the historical context of the cartoon.
   Identify and explain techniques
     1.  Labelling, exaggeration, analogy, symbolism, irony
     2.  Explain the overall message and how it related to the topic (globalization, SS10 or nationalism SS20).
     3.  Provide support for your interpretations.



Things NOT to do in your source analysis
1.  Do not critique or give your opinion on the source.  You are only expected to analyze the source (you will get your change to give your opinion what addressing the question).
2.  Do not make claims or assumptions that cannot be supported.

Summary of Source Analysis Guideline
Brief intro: Identify the main issue being discussed
Paragraph 1: Analyze source #1 and demonstrate your understanding of the perspective(s) reflected in it.
Paragraph 2:  Analyze source #2 and demonstrate your understanding of the perspective(s) reflected in it.
Paragraph 3:  Analyze source #3 and demonstrate your understanding of the perspective(s) reflected in it.
Paragraph 4:  Then, establish and explain the common relationship among all three sources..
Evaluation
