ethnic: a group of people with common racial and cultural traits such as language, religion, and customs
ethnic nationalism: nationalism based on a shared common ethnic background
identity: who a person is, or the qualities of a person or group which make them different from others
nation: a group of people who share a common culture with common customs, origins, history, language, and frequently religion
nation state (country or state): a territory that is an independent (self-governing) nation, that exists within clearly defined and internationally recognized borders, and whose citizens share a common set of values and beliefs
nationalism: the feelings people have in identifying with their nation
patriotism: love and support for one's country
sovereign nation: a country that is free from control by any other country
symbols: something used for or regarded as representing something else; a material object representing something, often something immaterial; an emblem, token, or sign
