SS20-2 Genocide Project

In order to develop an understanding of genocide, you will look closely at different genocidal acts by researching one major historical genocide such as:
Cambodia
The Holocaust
Rwanda
Ukraine
Japan’s invasion of Manchuria
Armenia, etc….
Your research must reflect the following questions:

1.  Why did the genocide occur?  What reasons did the aggressor state hold as justification of the genocide?  (in other words, what nationalistic goals was the aggressor state attempting to achieve?)

2.  What are some of the factual details or outcomes of the genocide?  (ex: What happened?  (Number of deaths, specific events that occurred, laws/policies put in place, etc.)

3.  How did the genocide end?  When did it end? What consequences (if any) were forced upon the aggressor state/leaders?  Did anything positive come out of this atrocity?  (political activities/laws/policies/community action, etc?)

4.  Provide a three paragraph response to the following question:
To what extent can the pursuit of ultranationalism lead to crimes against humanity?
· Paragraph 1 – introduce topic and state thesis
· Paragraph 2 – explain position and provide evidence to support
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Counter argue (if possible) by acknowledging the other side of the issue and support with evidence.
· Paragraph 3 – Re-phrase your thesis.  Summarize your arguments and conclude with a strong statement.

Complete the following steps to finalize this project:

1. Choose an example of genocide to research and use the guiding questions to help structure your inquiry (be sure to record all sources for your bibliography)
2. Research, document and report any varying perspectives that surround this event and address the three questions (above)
3. Present your findings in a power point presentation (or pdf) and include topic related images.
4. Include your final 3 paragraph response onto the last slide of your powerpoint.
