A welfare state is one in which the government provides many services (for example education, healthcare, employment and disability insurance, public housing, and social assistance) either at low cost or free.

The need for a welfare state was made apparent during the Great Depression because when the economy crashed people were not able to meet their basic needs.

The creation of a welfare state is something that modern liberalists embrace and shifts liberalism to centre of the ideological spectrum.
