Case Study 1: Citizenship and Aboriginal Participation in the First and Second World Wars


Read pages 405-406 in your textbook, Understandings of Ideologies, and answer the following questions.
1. What roles did Aboriginal soldiers often fill because they were skilled trappers and hunters?
They were often called on to act as patrol leaders, safely guiding soldiers through dangerous territory.
2. How were many Aboriginal soldiers treated when they served in the Armed Forces?
They were treated equally in society
3. Did Aboriginal war veterans receive the same benefits as non-aboriginal veterans?
Aboriginals did not receive the same benefits – no educational and employment opportunities or subsidized housing from the government
4. Why do you think so many Aboriginal soldiers have believed that during times of conflict citizenship meant fighting for a country that had a long history of repression of their people?
Answers will vary – however students should reflect on the Aboriginal belief of collectivism –they value the common good when dealing with issues of decision making – perhaps they placed the common good of Canada above their individual safety.
5. How might the Aboriginal soldiers' ideological beliefs and values and understandings of individual and collective citizenship have guided their decision making despite past actions by governments in Canada?
Answers will vary – again this question goes back to early First Nation’s worldview that is described as holistic – meaning that the whole society is more valuable than the individual components would be if they were separate – regardless of past actions their involvement in the wars was important to the well-being of the whole society.

1. Who were the two candidates in the Ukrainian election of 2004?  Identify who was backing each candidate.
Viktor Yanukovych – backed by the Russian government
Viktor Yushchenko- a pro-Western candidate

2. Who was declared the winner of the election?
Yanukovych
3. What was the response of Ukrainian citizens to the results of the election?
Massive protests erupted against the election results- descended on central Kiev to peacefully object
4. Were the citizens of the Ukraine successful in their pro-democracy movement?  Explain using details.
The citizens were successful as evidenced by the fact that a new vote occurred on December 26, 2004.
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
