1. War Communism – government tried to control all aspects of the economy
2. NEP (New Economic Policy) – combination of capitalism and socialism that required farmers and other businesses to give to the government first and then sell the remainder of their product for personal profit ~ mixed economy
e. What did communism look like under Stalin?

Totalitarianism – the government controlled every aspect of people’s lives from the economy to their education.  Stalin killed anyone who did not agree with him.
f. What did communism look like in Yugoslavia?  Be sure to talk about the goals of communism there.
People were supposed to be motivated and work for the common good of society.  People had a moral obligation to work hard.  Wanted everyone to have their basic needs met and have social equality.
